Determination, persistence
and passion have now helped
Leuwin get where he is today,
as an apprentice with Windy
Point Restaurant in Adelaide.

“| harassed the poor people at
Windy Point into giving me an
interview and then | harassed
them into giving me a job,”
laughed Leuwin.
