After 18 months into an
engineering degree at
university Shane Dealy knew
it was not the right career
path for him so he switched
to his first love, carpentry.
Engineering’s loss has now
proven to be carpentry’s
gain, with Shane named the
Australian Apprentice of the
Year in the 2016 Australian
Training Awards for being
outstanding in all aspects

of his trade.

“When | changed from
engineering to carpentry |
wasn't sure that I'd done the
right thing. The career advice
I'd received at school was very
much in favour of going to
university. But now the award
confirms that I've chosen the
right pathway,” said Shane.

Shane gained his
apprenticeship while working
for his father’s firm Algoa
Holdings and studying at

Technology (CIT). His work
covers a range of projects
from new homes, extensions,
alterations, decks, pergolas
and landscaping.

“The training | have received
from my father and CIT has
provided me with the skills
and confidence to contribute
to the business and progress
in my trade,” said Shane.

While doing his Certificate |l
and his apprenticeship, Shane
also engaged in a number of
other studies which saw him
working full time, studying
one day a week for the
apprenticeship and sometimes
three evenings a week for
additional qualifications in
building and construction.

His ultimate goal is to do
further study and gain a
degree which would allow him
to work as a building certifier.

“What my studies have shown
me is the value of learning,”
said Shane.

"It provides choice, room to
grow and self-worth. With
an ever changing world, new
building techniques, products
and designs to keep abreast
of, you have to be always
adapting and learning.”
